Following a recent check we note that your child has pierced ears but has not completed an indemnity form regarding the rules concerning the wearing of earrings.

Guidance from the Health and Safety Section of South Gloucestershire Council states:-

1.
1 pair of studs only.

2.
Studs only on the lower lobe.

3.
Ear studs to be removed for all P.E./Swimming activities.  In the first 6 months after piercing only, micropore plaster to be provided by home.  We have been advised by the leisure centre that there is no need to wear plasters over stud earrings in the pool as they generally do not stay on in the water but that the responsibility lies with the parent if any accident should occur as a result of wearing earrings.

4.
Children should be able to remove/insert studs themselves - staff are not able to this.  If they aren’t able to do this it would be better to remove them at home on P.E. days particularly or for all school days if at all possible.  Children who do not comply with earrings rule will not be able to take part in any PE activity.

5.
No other body piercing allowed.
