WHAT ARE WE LEARNING AT DANYWENALLT?

When you come back from the visit you will know so much more about the National Park environment, the countryside, Wales as well as yourselves and your class.

We have probably discussed some of the activities and Mr Hindle will tell you more about the itinerary (order of events and what we will be doing each day) and you will write out your timetable before we go. WHO COMES ON THE RESIDENTIAL?

Usually at least two adults. Mr Hindle is definitely going and another member of staff will help! You usually have time to spend with the adults before you go. 


WHAT ARE THE RULES?

Here are some of the rules Year 6 came up with last year:

· Respect the property.

· Being polite to everyone (manners).

· Looking after everyone.

· Look after all your belongings.

· Keep coach & room tidy.

· Sensible behaviour on the coach/minibus.

· Keep with the group at all times.

· Encourage friends during activities.

· Listen to all adults at all times.

· Work as a team.

· HAVE FUN!

One major rule while we are away is that for your own protection you always stay in groups of three. When an adult is doing head counts then there must be silence so we can make sure we haven’t left anyone behind!

You will have time to work with people who you are sharing with so you can prepare some rules for your room – hopefully this will help keep a happy room!


WHAT DO WE NEED TO TAKE TO DANYWENALLT?

	Clothes

3 complete changes of old clothes; 4 layers on top; warm trousers (not jeans); hats, gloves, scarves; plenty of socks; sun hat
	Footwear

Couple of changes of footwear; walking boots/ strong shoes; support ankle; wellies; trainers; indoor shoes/ slippers


	Toiletries

Toothbrush & toothpaste; soap and flannel; shampoo; towels; sun block/ lotion; insect repellent, carry bag for dirty washing!

	Rucksack

Big enough to put in lunch, drinks bottle, waterproof & spare jumper! 2 broad straps!; Bin liners; 1 litre plastic drinks bottle


	Miscellaneous

Quiet reading book; 1 teddy! Stamps and addresses; Maximum £5 spending money
	Optional Extras

Shorts; camera and film; torch



HOW MUCH SPENDING MONEY AM I ALLOWED TO TAKE?

There isn’t really anywhere for us to spend our money however the centre do have a few souvenirs if you wish to buy some. Last year the class said they think £5 is enough money.

All spending money has to be given to Mr Hindle before we leave so it can be bagged up and securely locked ready to take.


WHAT AM I NOT ALLOWED TO TAKE?

Any mobiles and electrical items are not allowed to be taken. There is also no need for ‘fancy clothes’ and make up!

There is also no need to bring sweets, crisps or drinks. We are always adequately fed and have access to food if you are extra hungry! 


WHO CLEANS THE ROOMS AND FEEDS US?

You’ll be pleased to know it isn’t Mr Hindle! There is a small band of friendly and very dedicated staff that run the YMCA centre. They make sure we are fed very well. However it is up to us to make sure our rooms are tidy – there will be a room inspection competition. Will your room team win the prize? Why don’t you practise room tidying at home!

The centre staff also gives us a chat about centre behaviour, how to set out a duvet and what to do if there is an emergency when we first arrive.


WHAT ARE THE MEALS LIKE? 

Amazing! I am sure an idea of what you will be fed when you are staying away might help!

Breakfast: Choice of cereals, toast, maybe even full ‘Welsh’!

You need to bring a packed lunch on the first day because we have lunch either on the journey or just as we get there. The centre do not provide the packed lunch on arrival day.


WHAT ARE THE ROOMS LIKE?

There are two areas where you may be sleeping: the main house sleeps 11 children and the annexe sleeps over 15 children. Most rooms have two bunk beds or a mixture of single beds and bunks. All bedding is provided. There will be a pact where no boys are allowed in the girls’ room and vice versa; there will be a chance to see all the rooms at the beginning of the visit!

CAN WE PLAY GAMES AND READ?

We will pack a box of games to play with. Everyone will take his or her reading book to read either on the coach or during free time. If you wake up before everyone else then you will need to quietly read (or go back to sleep!) You should not bring any electrical games – there is always a risk of breaking or loosing it! 


CAN WE PHONE HOME?

Most children forget about phoning home so there is no need! What would happen is you might become homesick if you contact home so we say no one can phone home. If your parents need to pass on an urgent message then they can contact the office at school who will then inform Mr Hindle. 

Mr Hindle telephones Mr Lynham every day.


CAN WE WRITE HOME?

Yes – everyone will, hopefully on the first day! We will send a postcard home so you need to bring stamps and addresses.

Can my parents write to me?

Everyone enjoys receiving mail while we are away. Most parents, every year, have written to their children before they leave so they have something to open while they are away.

I NEED TO HAVE MEDICINE. WHAT WILL I HAVE TO DO?

Your parents will have hopefully discussed this with Mr Hindle. It will all be logged and kept with Mr Hindle who is responsible for giving it out at the right times. If you have an asthma inhaler then you should look after this yourself. You must have no other medicine, including paracetamol and Calpol. 


WHAT HAPPENS IF SOMEONE IS RUINING MY HOLIDAY?

You need to tell an adult if someone is upsetting you on your holiday – you have the right to enjoy yourself in a safe and happy environment! All incidents are written down, however any misbehaviour, bullying, spoiling the holiday for others, putting yourselves or others at risk then Mr Lynham will come and pick them up immediately and take them back to Yate! 


WHAT DO I DO IF I AM WORRIED, SCARED OR UPSET?

You must tell an adult or a friend if you are worried about something, get the colly wobbles before doing an activity or someone upsets you. Choose an appropriate quiet time to talk to Mr Hindle. If you are sick, wet the bed (you might because you will be in a new place, it might be colder than home, you will be tired – it can happen and you shouldn’t worry) or if you need something then don’t worry but do tell an adult who can help. 

You will not have to do anything you don’t want to!


HOW DO WE TRAVEL AROUND WHEN WE ARE THERE?

There will be lots of walking. However when we need to travel to other places we will travel by minibus. All the drivers are fully trained and qualified. Everyone will have to wear a seatbelt and the coach/bus will not leave until all children have put it on. The whole class will discuss behaviour while travelling in minibuses before we go too!
